The Art Department is open to
amateurs only, and all art must have been completed within the year prior to entry.
Works from teachers and professional artists are acceptable if they do not earn $2,000
of their income from the sale of their art.

No picture larger than 3' x 3' (including frame) will be accepted. No picture weigh-
ing more than 25 Ibs. will be accepted.

Entries must be sturdily framed and equipped with proper hangers, screws and
wire. If in the judgment of the Director of Creative Arts this is not properly done, the
art piece will not be considered for judging. No metal kit frames with glass will be
accepted. Metal frames that have been professionally framed (totally sealed on the
back) will be accepted.

Out-of-town entries delivered by hand must be called for unless boxes are provided
for return shipping.
Works which have been exhibited in the State Fair of Texas Art Department will not
be accepted a second time.
A “Best-of-Show” Ribbon will be awarded in the Adult Section, Junior Section, and
the Children’s Section.
